Although the PADS shelter at All Saints will close for the current season April 30, All Saintsô 
outreach and care for our brothers and sisters in need will continue throughout the sum-
mer. Planning for Summer Suppers, a once-a-month community meal served May through 
September has begun.   

Summer Suppers is an ecumenical pro-
ject designed to serve a healthy, nutri-
tious meal to anyone who comes to the 
door of participating churches. While 
guests primarily come from the popula-
tion served by the PADS shelters others 
with food insecurity are invited and wel-
come. All Saints distributes information to 
the Palatine Township and Bethel Luther-
an Church food pantries as well as the 
Palatine and Rolling Meadows Senior Citi-
zen Centers.  

Eighteen churches participated in the 
project last summer; more are expected 
to join the network this summer. All 
Saints will serve supper on the second 
Wednesday of May, June, July, August 
and September, the same night as Holden 
Evening Prayer worship. Supper guests 
are invited to join the congregation for 
Holden Evening Prayer and members of 
the congregation are invited to share the 
community meal.

a.  Why is this important? Because of the way the algorithms of Facebook 
work, the more people who like our page, the more people will see our posts 
and not just the ones who have liked the page, but the friends of those peo-
ple, too. 300 likes is a magic number for Facebook, and weôre about 50 away 
from that. Iôd love to see us get to 300 by Easter. 

3. Once youôve invited your friends, make sure you get in the habit of visiting 
the page to Like or Share the posts that you see. Again, the more people 
who ólikeô things, the greater our reach will be. Sharing has the greatest im-
pact on who sees our posts, because if you share something, that means 
that your friends see it, too. While the algorithms of Facebook arenôt always 
clear (they obviously donôt want to make their marketing methods terribly 
obvious), these things go a long way in making our posts visible to the most 
people.  

1.  If youôre on Twitter, follow @ASCLPalatine 

a.  When we tweet something of interest, like 
it or retweet it. 

b.  If you see something of interest to us, retweet it and tag us so we can see 
it. 

 If youôre not on either, donôt despair! You can still share the great gift that All 
Saints is in conversations and invitations ï social media is but one part of the 
way we can share the message about our congregation.
